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ARC Spring Inspections

Can you believe that spring is knocking on
our door? During the months of March and
April, we will begin the spring architectural

inspections. During the annual walk
through, we look for violations such as
painting, damaged wood and yard

maintenance that needs to be done.

When a street has been inspected, first
notices are sent to homeowners. The
homeowner then has 30 days to correct
violations. Please keep in mind that we
understand you may be at the mercy of your
contractor or other unforeseen
circumstances. |If this is the case, keep us
informed! A simple email or letter to the
management office can save postage, time
and paper! If we receive a written response
from the homeowner that you acknowledge
the violations and are working on them, an
extension can be granted and noted in your
file.
